The lab is investigating molecular mechanisms for both normal aging and age-related 
diseases leading to blindness. Our long term goal is to identify viable targets for 
therapy to prevent vision loss.The laboratory is in the Dept. of Ophthalmology, and 
provides interactions with MDs: residents, fellows and retina surgeons; thus, it is 
ideal for students planning to attend medical or graduate school.Laboratory tasks to 
include, but not limited to: General lab maintenance, RNA and DNA isolations, qPCR, 
genome engineering, microarrays, tissue culture, immunohistochemistry, in situ 
hybridization and animal handling.
